Description 





Tread Alert


A rubber tile with raised ribs that acts as tactile surface warning for visually impaired people to recognise a change in level.  Tread Alert has been designed to meet the criteria for tactile surfaces stipulated in the ‘Guidance on the use of Tactile Paving Surfaces’ published by the (then) DETR (1998).  When used correctly Tread Alert helps to ensure the provision of an inclusive environment as recommended in BS8300:2001 and the Joint Committee on Mobility of Blind and Partially Sighted People.


Tread Alert should be used at the approach (top and bottom) of a flight of internal stairs and installed according to the ‘Guidance on the use of Tactile Paving Surfaces’.  The tiles should contrast in colour with the surrounding floorcovering to ensure clear visibility.


Consideration must be given to the frictional characteristics of Tread Alert and the surrounding floorcovering.  Dramatic changes in frictional resistance, such as when used in conjunction with carpet, require special consideration and Tread Alert should be set-in to rubber, vinyl or linoleum to provide a graduated change in surface friction.
