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PVC Wetroom Transition Strips





These installation guidelines apply to the following Gradus profiles: WTS1, WTS2, WTS3








Profiles should always be allowed to acclimatise for 24 hours prior to installation at an ambient temperature of 18o Celsius. Always use a two-part epoxy adhesive where surrounding floor finishes will become wet in use.





Shower trims are installed prior to the surrounding floorcoverings.








 Ensure that all surfaces to which the profile is to be fixed are sound, dry, flat and free from any contaminants. 








Where profiles meet vertical faces they should be neatly cut to minimise the risk of any water ingress below the shower trim.








Apply one of the recommended adhesives listed below and follow the manufacturer’s instructions for application.








Bring both surfaces together and apply even pressure along the shower trim length ensuring any air bubbles are removed and full contact is made with the floor. Ensure the trim is firmly fixed prior to the installation of surrounding floorcoverings. 








Linear joints on either side of the shower trim must be hot welded using the floorcovering manufacturer’s recommended weld rod or sealed using a waterproof mastic or PVC cold weld .








Joints that meet vertical surfaces at either end of the trim should be sealed using a waterproof mastic.








Where shower trims are butt jointed together then use a PVC cold welding system before installing the trims.
