SUITABLE SPECIFICATIONS





For use with Corrugated Rail – 310 x 85mm





PLACEMENT & SETTING OUT





Allow +100mm from end of barrier rail when setting out posts and rails to accommodate the Pedestrian Safety


Use pre-drilled rail ends for attaching the Fishtail Safety Ends where possible





FIXING & CUTTING PROCESS





Cut rail to length if required using a 9” Angle Grinder 110v


De-burr with 4.5” angle grinder and slide over Pedestrian Safety End


If required mark fixing hole positions


Using Drill with 19mm hole cutter – drill holes in rail


Ensure all debris is cleared from hole and collect-up and dispose


Insert M16 Bolt Sets and tighten with 24mm Spanner/Socket/Impact Wrench





FINISHING





Clean down, remove any marks with hot soapy water


Repeat to all locations
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
