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This leaflet has been compiled to help the user obtain optimum performance and satisfaction from their selected product:











Preventative Maintenance Programme 





A regular scheduled maintenance programme should be employed to prevent the build up of dirt and grease, which may impair the performance and appearance of the product.








Daily Cleaning





Sweep the tread alert with a soft bristled brush and remove dust particles with a clean damp mop/floor sponge.








Twice Weekly or as Required





Sweep the tread alert with a soft bristled brush, using clean warm water containing a soap-less detergent mop/sponge the floor, and rinse with fresh clean water. Stubborn marks may be removed by using a small amount of soap-less detergent on a green scotch pad. 








On completion, suitable signage should be displayed indicating that the floor is wet and/or the area should be cordoned off until the tread alert is completely dry. 








Solvent cleaners, floor sealants, polishes and other coatings should not under any circumstances be applied to tread alert.
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
